
Join us for one of our most popular trips!  Want to see Washington, DC, at a 
more relaxed pace?  Stay six nights in a DC hotel , a stoneôs throw away from 
the U.S. Capitol and very near the Metro (subway) line for those of you who 
want to do a little sightseeing on your own.  Discover historic Annapolis and the 
Naval Academy.  Youôll find no better way to see and experience the sights and 
excitement of our nationôs capital city than by motor coach.  
This yearôs Cherry Blossom Festiva l marks the 98th celebra-
tion of the original 3,000 cherry trees in 1912 by the people of 

Tokyo to the people of Washington, DC.  Cherry Blossom time is beautiful as 
more than 4,000 trees of several varieties surrounding the tidal basin should cre-
ate a sea of pale pink and white when we are there if the weather cooperates.   
 
March 31 we pick up in our guaranteed departure cities as we journey south and 
east to Crawfordsville, IN.  Get to know your fellow travelers and enjoy the scenery.  On arrival, 
we will be treated to a get acquainted dinner  at our hotel. 
 
April 1 following breakfast  we travel through the Appalachian Mountains.  Our overnight stop is a 
new hotel in Huntington, WV. 
 
April 2 after breakfast  we visit Monticello , the beautiful and fascinating home of 
President Thomas Jefferson.  Monticello represents the remarkable integration of 
Jeffersonôs love of classical architecture and his passion for modern innovation.  
Our third president also delighted in gardening, which shows in the restored or-
chards and gardens on the property.  In Jeffersonôs time, over 250 varieties of 
vegetables and herbs were in abundance including 20 varieties of English peas, 
believed to be his favorite vegetable.  Early this evening we arrive at our Wash-

ington, DC, hotel, where we stay for the next six nights.  Our hotel is 
one of the prime hotels in the downtown area.  It is only three blocks 
from the Washington Nationalsô Stadium, and its excellent location will give you the 
opportunity to step out to the Metro mass transit lines and travel all over the city, to 
visit the sites that interest you the most (if not already covered on our itinerary.   
 
April 3-7 after breakfast , weôre off to see the sights and sounds of our nationôs capital 

city.  Planned stops include the Jefferson, Lincoln, Vietnam Veteransô, Franklin D. Roosevelt 
and Iwo Jima Memorials , the newly dedicated World War II Memorial , Kennedy Center for 
the Performing Arts,  a service at the Washington National Cathedral  and so much more. Pic-
ture stops will be made at the Capitol and the White House .  A local step -on guide  
will join us for an afternoon and evening so we can learn more about the many sights 
and experience the beauty of the illuminated city.  Our guide  will join us for another 
half-day so we can experience even more of our nationôs history.  Youôll have time at 
the Smithsonian Institute , allowing you to visit the museums that interest you.  Tick-
ets have been reserved for a visit to the National Holocaust Museum .  Enjoy lunch 
at a local seafood buffet  for you seafood lovers.  Weôll also have lunch at 

Gadsbyôs, an 18th century historic tavern that was a center of political, 
business and social life in early Alexandria (Benjamin Franklin may even have 
lunch with us!).  If time permits, we may visit the National Archives  and the Li-
brary of Congress .  Weôll visit the new Capitol Visitor Center , designed to en-
hance our knowledge of the US Capitol.  Enjoy a 13-minute orientation film and in-
formative exhibits that tell the history of the Capitol along with the story of represen-
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tative democracy in the United States.  The 580,000 square foot Visitor Center took 6 
years to complete at a cost of $621 million.  Weôll travel across the Potomac to wit-
ness the very solemn and moving Changing of the Guard  at Arlington National 
Cemetery , visit the John F. Kennedy Gravesite , tour Arlington House  and view 
the newest memorial for the Air Force.  Weôll leave the city for a short drive to An-
napolis, MD , the site of our U.S. Naval Academy, training our military for over 200 
years.  Our next stop will be Mount Vernon , home of Martha and 

George Washington.   Overlooking the Potomac, Mount Vernon was acquired by 
President Washington in 1754.  He personally oversaw every detail of design, con-
struction and decoration, even when away at war.  The mansion has been restored 
to appear as it was during the last years of Washingtonôs life and still contains much 

of the original furniture.  The Donald W. Reynolds Museum and 
Education Center  has 23 theaters with interactive displays and 
original videos produced by the History Channel, offering viewers a 
state-of-the-art theater experience depicting Washingtonôs life 
story.  Our last evening in Washington, DC, experience dinner  in Georgetown be-
fore returning to the Kennedy Center for a special ñwhodunitò presentation. 
 
April 8 enjoy breakfast  then depart for Gettysburg , where one of 

our favorite local guides  will join us for a tour of the battlefields , sharing ac-
counts of the battles fought on these now peaceful Pennsylvania fields.  As a pre-
view to your tour we will provide you with a unique perspective of the Gettysburg 
Miniature Battlefield Diorama .  This light and sound show takes you through the 
three days of battle by way of a very detailed ñH-0ò scale diorama.  After a buffet 
lunch , we tour Eisenhower National Historic Site , the only home ever owned by 
President Dwight D. Eisenhower and his wife, Mamie.  We plan to arrive at our ho-
tel in Bedford, PA, early in the evening.  We have a restaurant and lounge in the 
hotel. 
 
April 9 following breakfast  we begin our journey home.  Weôll travel north and west to Elkhart, IN, 
where we will stay at one of our favorite hotels, with several restaurants nearby. 
 
April 10 is our final travel day, and following breakfast  we make our way back to our departure cities, 
enjoying our newfound friends and the beautiful scenery.
