
Camels, brilliant colors, fragrant spices and unique cultural traditions are 
just a part of the allure to experience India.  India ranks seventh in area 
of the worldôs countries but has the second largest population.  There are 
17 different languages, 4 different religions which originated here, a wide 
array of climates and an abundance of exotic wildlife.  Though weôll only 
see a portion of this vast country, we believe youôll find our itinerary 
choices fantastic.   
 
March 31 we pick up in our guaranteed departure cities on our way to 
Des Moines.  Our experienced international tour escort will help check in 
for our flight (check with us for air departure from other U.S. gateways) to 

New Delhi.  Weôll also prepare you well for your journey with hints, tips and research before we 
leave.  Our detailed pre-departure information makes it easy to pack.   (In-flight meals) 
 
April 1 we arrive in New Delhi, Indiaôs capital city.  After clearing immigration and customs, we 
meet our local tour manager then transfer to our excellent hotel for the night.  (In-flight meals) 

 
April 2 after breakfast  (included today and at each hotel) we depart on a 
tour of Old & New Delhi .  At 14 million, Delhi is Indiaôs third largest city.  
Many of its residents immigrated in the 1940s when India and Pakistan di-
vided.  Old Delhi has many Mughal monuments of the 16th and 17th centu-
ries.  (Mughal was an empire that ruled most of the Indian 
Subcontinent, then known as Hindustan.)  Congested ba-
zaars sell everything imaginable.  Weôll see the Red Fort, 

named aptly for its red sandstone color.  It served as the Palace of the Mughal 
Empire from the 1600s through 1857.  Explore Jama Masjid , which took 5,000 

workers six years to build!  This sandstone and marble mosque is Indiaôs 
largest, holding 20,000 people at Friday prayers.  In New Delhi, weôll see 
wide boulevards, impressive government buildings and gardens.  We 
plan to visit Humayunôs Tomb.  Legends say that the design of the Taj 
Mahal was inspired by this tomb.  The complex took nine years to complete and the tomb 
itself is a dazzling landmark in the evolution of Mughal architecture in India.  Weôll also visit 
Qutub Minar , the tallest brick minaret in the world.  Our tour will also take us along the 
ceremonial Rajpath, India Gate and Parliament House.  Tonight discuss your first day of 
sightseeing over dinner.  (B,L,D) 

 
April 3 we fly from Delhi to Udaipur then continue to Rajasthan , where chival-
rous tales come to life at forts and palaces.  Out hotel for the next 2 nights is a 
restored palace  which overlooks the lake.  Weôll take a cruise on Lake 
Pichola  tonight, which should afford us great views of Jag Mandir Palace and 
the City Palace.  (B,D) 
 
April 4 we visit City Palace  with its triple-arched gate, dating to 1725.  Weôll 
also see Jagdish Temple, Uadipurôs largest.  Dedicated 
to Lord Vishnu, it was built in the 16th century.  Weôll stop 

at Sahelion-ki-Bari, the Garden of the Maids of Honor, to learn about the 
unique lifestyle of the royal ladies who once strolled through these exqui-
site gardens.  (B)
