November 30 we pick up in our guaranteed departure cities on our way to Des Moines. Check
in for your flight along with your experienced international escort. Let us navigate the airports!
(in-flight meals)

December 1 we arrive in Rome. We clear passport control, immigration and meet our
local host. We'll transfer to our hotel in central Rome. Explore a little on your own or
simply relax in our newly furnished hotel. Tonight we're in for a treat! Combine dinner,
full of Italian delicacies with fine Italian wine and add a live performance by Italian
tenors. Welcome to Italy! (in-flight meals, D)

December 2 get set to experience Rome with an expert local guide. Our day will in-
clude the Colosseum, the Roman Forum, Circus Maximus, the Fountain of Trevi
and more! This afternoon, you’ll have some time to explore on your own, if you wish.

December 3 no trip to Rome would be complete without a visit to St. Peter’s Basilica
and the Vatican. The Vatican Museums house priceless artifacts from around the
world as well as ancient maps, tapestries, paintings and other fine art. An expert
guide will lead us through the Vatican on an in-depth tour, complete with head-
phones, which will also include the incredible Sistine Chapel. The ceiling took
Michelangelo four years to complete. St. Peter’s Basilica is one of the largest in the
world and is home to hundreds of pieces of art, including Michelangelo’s Pieta. Our
expert guide will conduct an audio tour. Tonight, we’ll learn how to make some Ital-
ian Holiday specialties during a cooking demonstration (and we get to sample the results!).
And a great dinner is planned for us. (B,D)

December 4 we’'ll have a chance to explore one of the most spectacular medieval
squares in all of Europe, Siena’s Piazza del Campo. The maze of streets which sur-
round this square were the site of many rivals of neighborhoods or “parishes.” These
rivalries were so remarkable that they're still acted out during a festival known as the
“Palio.” Later today we arrive in Florence (Firenze), the capital city of Tuscany, and check into
our historic hotel in the heart of the city. (B)

December 5 we experience "La Bella Firenze" as we take in some of the world's finest
art, architecture and culture on a tour of Florence. The Renaissance style of architec- [
ture is exquisitely displayed in this city where the Renaissance was born! Our tour will
include Santa Maria del Fiore, the Duomo with its unique orange-tiled dome and
golden Baptistry doors. It's the fourth largest cathedral in Europe with parts dating to
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the 1200s. We'll also see the Palazzo Vecchio (Old Palace), which still serves as the town
hall. Its huge bell warned residents of attacks or impending disasters. The Gothic Church
of Santa Croce will also be on our agenda. Michelangelo, Galileo, Machiavelli and other
famous Florentines are entombed here. We'll visit a family-owned leather works, where
we’ll learn about traditional Italian leather-making techniques. After some time to shop
(gold, leather and porcelain are specialties here) and have lunch, we’ll gather for a guided
tour of the incredible Uffizi Museum, Italy’s greatest art gallery. We’'ll see works by
Michelangelo, Boticelli, Giotto, da Vinci and many others. (B)

December 6 we take you to Pisa, where the unmistakable leaning bell tower and Duomo i’
stand in the Campo dei Miracoli (Field of Miracles). The Duomo is one of the best examples o
of Pisan-Romanesque architecture. The Leaning Tower was designed as a campanile. The |
circular Baptistry (begun in 1152) is beautiful and the acoustics are amazing! A local guide
will fill us in on all three. Then visit a Tuscan winery where we’ll have a great lunch and
learn about olive as well as wine production. Tonight we wrap up our time in Italy with a won-
derful farewell dinner and Christmas music. Grazie! It's been another great trip filled
with fun experiences, a look at cultures, some history, a little shopping (or a lot, for some!)
but most importantly, the pleasure of each others’ company. (B,L,D)

December 7 we transfer to the airport for our flights home. Upon arrival in Des Moines,
we’'re transferred to our departure cities. (B, In-flight meals)
