dows.  We continue to Plymouth, MN, to check in at our comfortable hotel with restaurant, 
lounge and indoor pool.  This evening we enjoy dinner and “Footloose” at the Chanhas-
sen Dinner Theatre.  Life in a small town is peaceful until city boy, Ren, arrives, breaking 
every taboo and bringing dance back to the heart of the town.
