settled in the Portsmouth, NH , community from the iate 17" to the mid-
20" century. The lakeside resort village of Meredith, NH , is our stop for
lunch on your own today, where a converted mill overlooking Lake Wlnnlpesaukee now
houses a wonderful selection of shops, boutiques, and restaurants. Buy a picnic lunchand &%
enjoy it on one of the park benches on t he&

watch the boats go by. After lunch we are greeted by another guide as we travel to New

Hampshireds L arklstep baRleigtimeatthe BrickStore, t he regi onds -ol dest
operating general store (1781), a National Historic Landmark, and one of the oldest surviv-

penny candy, pickles from a crock, gifts, reproductions, collectibles and squeaky floors!
The afternoonbs [Castelinithe cClowds ,ia$,208-acke] nountain-topes-
tate overlooking the Lake Winnipesaukee. Builtin 1913 to last for centuries, this
majestic home features walls of granite stone from the mountain itself, a landmark §
Spanish red slate roof with a gentle Oriental slope and various structures of Eng-
lish, Norwegian, Swiss and Japanese design. Most unusual are the original

o wn e r Gdevisedenbusehold appliances, practically unheard of at the time: a centralized intercom
system, central vacuum system, self-cleaning oven, porcelain clothes washing basin and a clothes
drying chamber! Next, we travel to Lincoln, NH, for a resort stay, surrounded by the majestic beauty |
of the White Mountain National Forest (which should be in full fall color) near the entrance to Fran-
conia Notch State Park . The resort provides full breakfasts, choice of menu for dinner and a show
each evening.
