After checking in at our hotel, 
we leave for a relaxing evening at Lynfred Winery in nearby Roselle.  Started in 1979 by Fred & Kathy 
Koehler Lynfred is the oldest and largest continuously-operating winery in Illinois, producing some 25,000 
cases of wine per year.   The winery includes a barrel-aging tunnel, a gift shop and a 4-suite bed & break-
fast.  The winery will be closed to the public on our arrival so we will get a private tour, wine-tasting 
(complete with appetizers) and time to browse the gift shop.  Our coach will return us safely to our hotel 
for the night. 
 
October 24 after breakfast we tour Lizzadro Museum of Lapidary Art, in Elmhurst. Joseph Lizzadro, Sr. 
was a lapidary art hobbyist (the art of cutting & polishing stone).  His collection of jade, amber, ivory, coral, 
agate and gemstones grew to the point that he wanted to open a venue for the public to view the beautiful 
pieces.  The museum opened in 1962 and houses some 200 pieces of jade alone.  After our tour we’ll have 
some time in the gift shop.  Our next stop is Oakbrook Center, the largest open-air premier shopping destina-
tion in the country.  You will find 6 major department stores as well as 160 upscale shops and restaurants…a 
great place to do some Christmas shopping!  This evening, we have dinner at Drury Lane Theatre.  This 
beautiful complex boasts a 971-seat theatre, with all the glamour of Broadway.  After dinner, get set for 
“Thoroughly Modern Millie.”  Set in 1920’s New York City, a young girl from Kansas takes the city by 
storm.  It is a funny, romantic story about following dreams and falling in love.  We return to our hotel for 
the night.  Pleasant dreams of shopping, treasures and romance! 
 
October 25 help yourself to breakfast.  Have a leisurely morning or attend a protestant or catholic ser-
vice nearby with us.  Mid-morning, we’ll depart suburban Chicago for home.
