and memorials . We plan a stop at the WWII Memorial to see the won-
derful illuminated fountains in the Rainbow Pool, the majestic States Pillars
and Freedom Wall of over 4000 gold stars.

We see radiant tulip gardens every-
where in DC, over 200,000 planted annually as a tribute to Lady Bll‘d Johnson. This
